2025 confirmed as one of
the warmest years on
Record in the Western
Pacific

New climate data shows that 2025 was the fifth
warmest year ever recorded in the western
Pacific, continuing a long term warming trend
that is reshaping conditions across the region.
According to ERAS, a global climate dataset
from the Copernicus Climate Change Service,

2025 was the third warmest year on record
worldwide, following 2024 and 2023.

The World Risk Index consistently ranks the
collection of 83 islands near the Pacific “Ring of
Fire", an area of strong volcanic activity and
earthquakes, and close to the centre of the
cyclone belt, as the world's most vulnerable
country to climate risks and disasters.
